Interest Approach

TEACHING PROCEDURES

Interest Approach

Segment 1

Lecture over Saltwater Fish using PowerPoint. Students will be required to take notes. 
Segment 2


Discuss the costal and deep sea habitats of saltwater fish species. This will be an open discussion. We will talk about all the important components that make up these habitats.
Segment 3


The students will be broken into groups. The students will be asked to draw either a costal or deep sea habitat of saltwater fish (Depending on what group they are in). Students can use the magazines and their notes to construct their poster.  They will present their posters before the class. 
Segment 4


We will discuss essential items to consider for a fishing trip. Then we will look at the map of the Texas Coast. Students will help me identify good locations for fishing along the coast.

Segment 1

Segment 3

Segment 4


Read out loud the legal and illegal means of hunting waterfowl from handbook. Explain why these means are illegal and why laws exist. Ask students what would happen if there where no laws.
